2010 MAYFIELD YACHT CLUB RULES OF CONDUCT – (July 24, 2010)
Members’ enjoyment of the privileges of Club membership entails discipline and mutual respect. In pursuit of this goal, the following rules are issued by the Board of Directors, under the rule-making authority granted in Article V of the By-laws of the Mayfield Yacht Club, and supported by the disciplinary provisions of Article XI. Club property as used in the Rules of Conduct includes all buildings, grounds, docks, and Beacon Island. It is the member’s responsibility to know and follow the Rules of Conduct. Persistent and deliberate failures to meet the Rules should be reported in writing to the Board of Directors. 

1.0  
VEHICLES
A.
Speed Limit and Parking

1.1
Observe the speed limit of 5 miles per hour on the grounds. 

1.2 
Use the area to the right of the main dock ramp only for short term loading and unloading. The area to the left of the main dock should be kept clear for launching activities.

1.3
The Rear Commodore assigns Dock holding members, officers, directors, or those approved by the board a designated parking area to be used at the member's discretion. An overflow parking area is available behind the barn. 

1.4 
No trailers are to be stored on Club property. If member’s boats or trailers are brought to the Club, they shall be taken away at the end of the member’s stay.

1.5
Self-contained recreational vehicles, campers, travel trailers or camping vehicles are allowed on the grounds only with prior permission from the Rear Commodore.

1.6
Permits must be obtained from the Rear Commodore (or his designee) in order to park in the PERMIT ONLY spaces for contractors or special needs.

2.0 
HOUSE
A.
Club House and Kitchen Use & Maintenance

2.1 
After use, leave Club property in as good condition as possible, dishes and utensils shall be washed, dried and stored in 
the appropriate place; ranges, sinks and tables shall be cleaned; furniture returned to its accustomed place. If you are 
the last to leave in the evening, check that the stoves, faucets, room lights and electric heat are off.

2.2 
The Club House is reserved for board of directors and general membership meetings when scheduled.

2.3 
Get permission of the Rear Commodore before scheduling any activity of more than ten guests. Groups larger than thirty guests must have written approval of a majority (6/11) of Board members.

2.4 
Overnight accommodations are limited to the second floor of the Club House.  Those using the area are expected to maintain it in a clean and orderly manner, and remove their personal items at the end of their stay.
2.5 
There shall be no smoking in the Club House, on the porch, decks or in the barn.

2.6
Obey all posted regulations in the shower rooms and throughout the Club House.

2.7
Do not use the rest rooms as a clothes changing area. Use the shower rooms or upstairs changing rooms. 

2.8 
The hallway shelving, hangers and immediate floor area in the club house may be used as a temporary storage 
area for towels, toiletries or clothing during the member’s stay at the 
club. The table should not be used for storage.

2.9 
Members and their guests may use the DVD/VCR PLAYER for viewing G and PG rated media.  PG-13 rated media may be viewed after 9:00 p.m. only.

2.10
One box of dry goods identified by member’s name may be stored on designated kitchen 
shelves.

All refrigerated items must be taken home at the end of the member’s stay. Members should limit dry goods and items in the refrigerator in order to allow space for other members.  In extraordinary circumstances a member may be granted permission to leave refrigerated items in the clubhouse during an extended absence by a majority vote of the Membership.
2.11
Coolers shall not be stowed in the kitchen refrigerators.  

2.12 
Refuse is to be deposited in the appropriate recycling receptacles provided. Refuse incidental to the preparation of meals in the kitchen may be deposited there; non-recyclable refuse from picnics on the grounds or from returning boats should be carried to the receptacle adjacent to the barn. 
3.0
GROUNDS
A.
Members’ Responsibility

3.1 
Members are responsible for conduct of, and any damage caused by their children and guests, and must be present when children who are not junior members are on the premises. Another junior or senior member may agree to take responsibility for a temporary period due to absence of parents.  

3.2 
All members and guests will be treated with respect and consideration.  Guests must be in the company of a 
club 
member (senior, junior).   
B.
Prohibited Activities

3.3 
Pets are not allowed anywhere on Club property. 

3.4
There will be no throwing of stones anywhere on Club property. 

3.5 
No one is permitted to feed any water fowl at or about Club property. 

3.6
Fireworks, sparklers, firearms, spear guns or any similar dangerous weapons are not allowed anywhere on Club property. 

3.7 
Note that the ravine is Regulating Board property and must be kept clean. Do not discard trash or debris there at any time. 

3.8 
Tenting must have prior approval of the Rear Commodore. 
3.9
Mayfield Yacht Club, Inc. will not provide or serve alcoholic beverages under any circumstances. 
3.10
The MYC may host State, Regional or National regattas with prior approval of the membership.
C.
Use of the Barn and Area Near the Barn

3.11 
The barn is to be used for storage only. Members shall not store gas or propane containers in the barn. Personal gear stored in the barn must be labeled with the owner’s name. If gear is to be stored over the winter, get permission from the Rear Commodore.

3.12 
All portable heads and pump out equipment must be serviced, including rinsing and filling, at the dumping station behind the barn. The dumping station is for boat waste only.  

4.0
DOCKS
A.
Safety

4.1 
Children under six years old must wear life jackets and be accompanied by an adult while on the docks.

4.2 No running is permitted on the docks. 

4.3 Do not use charcoal braziers or other fires on the docks, or on boats at the docks.

4.4
Keep walkways (fingers and ramps) clear of mooring lines at all times. When leaving dock, do not throw lines across 
dock. 

4.5
Return dock carts to area at head of the ramp immediately after use. 

4.6
Sailboats leaving or returning to the main docks under sail and not power should do so under jib only, if so equipped.

B.
Dock Assignment

4.7 
Prior approval from the Vice Commodore is required before a new boat is brought to the docks.  
4.8 
Use only your assigned dock. Prior approval of the Vice Commodore is required if a member changes the boat for which his dock has been assigned.  Proof of  insurance is required of each boat before annual dock assignment. 

4.9
Changes, exchanges, or loan of member assigned dock space to another must be approved by the Vice Commodore. 

C.
Electrical Connections and Dock Maintenance

4.10 
No one shall tamper with or alter electrical circuits without the approval of the Vice Commodore.

4.11 
Private power lines from dock electrical outlets to boats must meet the standards of the Vice Commodore, and are subject to inspection and approval.  Non-conforming power cords will be removed by the Vice Commodore. 

4.12 
When disconnecting your shore power cord, unplug from the pedestal first, then your boat. When connecting, plug in your boat first, then the pedestal. Failure to follow this procedure is dangerous, and may result in harm to others. 

4.13 
Mooring hardware and lines must meet standards of the Vice Commodore and are subject to inspection and approval.  The Vice-Commodore will notify members of non-conforming items and provide a timeline for their replacement.

4.14 
Members are responsible for installing dock bolts, hammering in loose nails, replacing missing or broken boards and removing ladders at the end of the season from their docks.  No one shall otherwise tamper or alter docks, dock facilities or other equipment without the approval of the Vice Commodore. 

4.15 
See the Vice Commodore before drilling holes for eyebolts into either the main ramp or the tee, to avoid possible damage to the power cable that runs under the main ramp and tee. 

4.16 
Paint and varnish remover, scrapings, solvents, paint and any volatile material are not to be disposed of in the water. 

4.17 
Slips are not to be padded with material such as carpet, which will hold moisture against the wood, causing it to rot. 

4.18 
The water dock facility is for drinking water usage only. The servicing of marine heads and boat washing is not permitted. 

5.0
ISLAND
5.1 
It is the responsibility of all club members to request any boat not flying a MYC burgee to leave the island, unless an accompanied guest of a member on the island. The club burgee must be flown to be clearly visible to a passing boat.

5.2 
Get permission of the Rear Commodore before scheduling any activity of more than 10 guests and/or 3 guest boats on the island. 

5.3 
Remove your litter before leaving the Island (See Rule 2.12).  Members should not hesitate to remove other litter that is left by others on the island.

5.4 
Campfires are limited to the beach area.

5.5 
Climbing on the eroding banks of the island is prohibited. 

6.0
UNDERWAY
6.1 
The Club Burgee should be flown at all appropriate times (e.g. Rule 5.1).

6.2 
When under power near the docks, or island, proceed as to leave little or no wake.

6.3 
Every Club Member is required to operate their boat in accordance with Rules of the Road, to carry 
mandatory safety equipment, display proper signals and lights, and obey all applicable laws and regulations. 

6.4 
Water skiing or towing tubes is not permitted from, or within 100 feet of the island or docks.
